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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to create and develop a document of reading and
writing teaching guidelines by spelling words with the "dKor" learning process for
Grade 1 Thai language teachers with effective criteria 80/80 2) to compare knowledge
and understanding of Grade 1 Thai language teachers about reading and writing
teaching guidelines by spelling words with the "dKor" learning process , before and
after development. 3) to study the satisfaction level of Grade 1 Thai language
teachers towards the reading and writing teaching guidelines by spelling words with
the "dKor" learning process. 4) to study the reading and writing results of Grade 1
students The sample consisted of 12 grade 1 Thai language teachers and 175 grade 1
students which in academic year 2019 from the schools in the Educational Quality
Development Network Baan Kruat 3 under the Buriram Primary Educational Service
Area Office 2. The instruments consisted of experimental tools : 1) Guidelines for
teaching reading and writing by spelling words with the "dKor" learning process for
Grade 1 Thai language teachers with 4 sections, and tools used for data collection :
1) Teacher cognitive test with 4 multiple-choice type, 40 items 2) Supervision and
monitoring of educational management form, 15 items 3) Questionnaire of teacher
satisfaction with 5-level scale, 15 items, Data analyzed by Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation, Efficiency (E1 / E2) and a hypothesis test using Dependent
Sample t-test.

The results were found that:

1. The effectiveness of the document of reading and writing teaching
guidelines by spelling words with the "dKor" learning process for Grade 1 Thai
language teachers (E1 / E2) was 84.67 / 83.96, which is 80/80 higher than the
established threshold.

2. The score of knowledge and understanding of Grade 1 Thai language

teachers about reading and writing teaching guidelines by spelling words with the



"dKor" learning process after development was higher significantly at .01 level than
before.

3. Overall Satisfaction of Grade 1 Thai language teachers towards the
reading and writing teaching guidelines by spelling words with the "d4Kor" learning
process had the mean of 4.66 was at the highest level.

4. The two competencies of the Reading Test (RT) had a mean score of

74.23, which is higher than the national average.
